- Trees have been trimmed on the 8th hole, which will allow a greater area of the 8th tee to be utilised. 

- Some trees have been removed on the 15th hole to expose the giant redwoods, these impressive trees need greater exposure to sunlight, air and water to 

flourish. They were crowded by less significant trees, hence the removal. 

- Spring maintenance work is in progress. Hollow tinning and scarifying has already taken place and subject to weather top dressing will be carried out today 

/ tomorrow. 

- The 1st tee and new putting green continue to flourish and receive weekly maintenance, the 1st tee having been trimmed for the first time looks amazing!
